Demzufolge gibt es keine offiziellen Sanktionen gegen Einzelpersonen, jedoch
wurden Russland & Belarus vom 11.WCCT ausgeschlossen (diese beiden Lander
haben sich allerdings nicht bzw. zu spat angemeldet). Welche (& wieviele)
Teilnehmer aus Russland & Belarus bei den anstehenden Losungsturnieren
gemeldet werden, bleibt abzuwarten; sie durfen jedenfalls nicht mit nationalen
Symbolen wie Landerflaggen antreten.

Von Andrey Frolkin stammt folgender Bericht:

At a little over 5 a.m. on February 24, two missiles flew past my house; judging by the
sound, they were probably just 100 meters away. | spent the next night in a different
part of Kiev — but again a missile flew by — later it fell not far from chess composer
Viktor Kapusta’s house and caused a fire to a nearby residential building. Then
followed days and weeks of loud explosions — sometimes several in a row — and
cannon fire from the northern and eastern outskirts of the Ukrainian capital, in some
cases lasting for hours.

Chess composers Viktor Kapusta (in Kiev) and Volodymyr Samilo (in Kharkov) spend
many days and nights in bomb shelters. An explosion next to Samilo’s house blew
out all glass from the windows and killed one person. Moreover, when Russian forces
attacked with missiles and bombs the town of Okhtyrka, Chernigov region, Viktor’s
native town, they burned down the local history museum — which had a room with
documents related to Viktor’s father, chess composer Lev Kapusta. All documents,
once presented by Viktor to the museum, were destroyed by the fire resulting from
the shelling.

Retroanalyst Mikhail Kozulya, whose village was more than 100 kilometers away
from the territories occupied by the separatists, never thought his home would be
occupied. But, as far as | understand, this is what has happened a while ago. There
has been no contact with Mikhail for more than a month.

For a month and a half there was no information about Mariupol resident Igor
Yarmonov, five-time world champion for person with disabilities and a prominent
composer. Luckily, Igor and his wife survived the siege.
